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Plant of the Month                                                     SEDGE                                                       By Pat Wescott 

 

Sedge (Common name for the Family: Cyperaece) 

Genus: Carex, Cyperus, Scurpus and Schoenoplectus 

 

 There are 16 genre and more than 280 species of sedge.  The common names such as bulrush, Tule, etc. 

can drive you nuts and so one needs to learn the Latin names. This is an extremely large plant family with species 

that grow from less than a foot to over four to twelve feet. 

 Sedges grow in wetlands and moist soil.  Some species specialize in saline, marshy environments such as 

intertidal mud-flats; other prefer ponds or lakesides, ditch banks and river-beds. 

 The stems are circular in cross sections in some, triangular in others, usually leafless for most of their 

length. A simple ñtouch testò is the giveaway for sedges, whose stems when rotated have a very noticeable triangu-

lar shape---hence the total of three ñedgesò. 

 

 Sedges have edges, 

 Rushes are round, 

 Grasses are hallow. 

*Or Grasses have nodes all the way to the ground. 

 *Or Grasses have robes all the way to the ground.  

 

How are sedges used in basketry? 

 The stems and leaves are used for plaiting or bunched for coiling bundles of split willow baskets. 

 For more information on Harvesting and Preparation and Storage refer to ñWeaving Naturally in the 

Great Basinò. Many sources and information reviewed still combine and confuse sedges, rushes, reeds and 

grasses.  You have to look and feel them.  I cover Tule separately in the fall when we have our Tule Program and 

basket class.
