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Come join us in learning to weave beaded centers for baskets, basket lids and

gourds. Everyone will learn to do circular netted beadwork to create these colorful cen-
terpieces. Each person should finish at least one centerpiece, but we will not

be weaving the basketry component around the piece in class. Class cost $15 ($20 non
-members), $7.50 materials fee. All materials provided (i.e. rings, patterns, beads,
stringing materials, artificial sinew). We will be using artificial sinew to wrap the rings.
This will be the material you will use later to weave the basket, so if you prefer a differ-
ent material (i.e. raffia, linen) please bring it, as well as a pair of scissors.

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Learn to make a small basket using a cross-stitch technique. This one is a bit different
with the spokes being on the outside and the weaver on the inside. It starts out with an
easy square base and ends up with a round top with a neat rim. Once you learn the
stitch, you can make future baskets from paper, cedar, grasses, tule, etc., and as large
as you want.

All materials will be supplied, including the pre-cut dyed reed (in a cedar color), 25 yds
waxed thread and a needle.

You will need a small packing awl or tool, small pointed basketry or embroidery scis-
sors, 12" ruler or tape, spray bottle and a small bowl for water (under 1 gt size). Bring
your lunch and lots of enthusiasm, as this will be a fun class. Class size is limited to
12. Call Molly at 673-1628 to sign up before Sept. 10" so a kit can be prepared for
you.

Cost is $15 for members plus $8 materials.

Present were Sallie
Moore, Sandy Zoerner, Karen Olson, Cindy Kinerson, Tia Flores, Molly Gardner,
Cornelia Kallerud, and me, Mary Lee Fulkerson.

First we got acquainted, which was important, for we didn’t all know everyone.
Molly brought her binder containing the first ten years of GBB newsletters, and cur-
rent editors will pass those around to share. Several suggestions and ideas were
tossed out and discussed. Editors agreed that each newsletter would be organized
according to her own sensibility. (i.e., Minutes might be on the fourth page for one
editor and the second for another.) Tia used to create her newsletter around a
theme, usually a changing season. Cindy and some of the editors are originating
articles that they think would be of interest to the group. Many of the newsletters in
our exchange circle are using articles we originate; especially those on book re-
views, plant use, and inspiration. Inspirational web sites to include in the newslet-
ter are always appreciated.

Tia reminded us that 80 percent of our membership does not attend meetings, and
we brainstormed how to make our newsletters appeal to those members. It was
suggested that we include in one of the upcoming newsletters a questionnaire
about what they like to read about; i.e., Bay Area Basket Maker members are writ-
ing articles on “My Favorite Fiber”. Tools, color, techniques, and tips are interest-
ing topics, and Cindy (and who else?) gave web sites that contain uncopywrighted
basket instructions that we can use if we acknowledge the source. (note: what are
the sites?)

The subject of e-mailing newsletters came up. Some liked the idea, as it saves pa-
per and postage and is more immediate. Others were concerned with members
who don’t have e-mail and expressed the joy that comes with actually receiving the
newsletter in the mail. Others said they automatically delete newsletters that arrive
online. No decision was reached on this.

We all agreed that classes outside of GBB, member exhibitions, and other member
events and basketry-related events need to be acknowledged. The web site would
be a perfect place for this sort of list, since there isn’'t always room in the newslet-
ter. Sallie could add a page and begin to input all the information that we send her.
(Not clear if this is a possibility now or later. Which is it?) Sallie expressed frustra-
tion with the current web site program, and others who are far more familiar with
this than | offered suggestions. Karen is to provide Sallie with some information on
one program (name?) who was highly recommended by all.

GBB now has a very enthusiastic group of newsletter editors and one very commit-
ted webmaster.
